Dates and Deadlines:

The deadline for submissions is Friday, March 16 , 2012 by 5pm. Any submissions received after March 16, 2012 at 5pm will not be considered for inclusion in the exhibition. The jury will announce the successful submissions no later than Friday, March 23, 2012, at which time artists will be notified by email. 

Inclusion in the Exhibition:

Artworks included in the exhibition must be available for presentation for the full duration of the exhibition. Works will not be released in advance of the pick up dates specified by the event organisers.

Fees: 

The submission fee of $30 CDN is an administrative fee for the processing of submissions. This fee is not refundable regardless of whether the submission is successful or not. Submissions received without completed payments of the full submission fee will not be considered by the jury. 

No other fees will be charged related to inclusion in the exhibition.  

In the event of any sales of work from the exhibition, the event organisers will receive a 20% commission. 918 Bathurst, Lonsdale Gallery, and Gallery 44 are not responsible for the shipment of sold or unsold works. 

Delivery and Pick up of Artworks: 

Artists selected for the exhibition are responsible for the delivery of their works to 918 Bathurst on April 16 and 17 during regular business hours. If artworks are not received during the specified drop off days, they will not be included in the exhibition. 

Artists are responsible for the pick up of artworks after the exhibition. Artworks not picked up during the allowed timeframe will be discarded. 

Presentation of Artworks: 

All artworks must be ready-to-hang (framed or mounted). 918 Bathurst reserves the right to refuse works deemed not ready-to-hang (lose prints will not be accepted under any circumstance!!).
